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The dance world can often be an overly competitive place, which in turn fuels an
environment of win-lose thinking. This can look like: "I hope that the dancer next to
me messes up so that I can get cast instead of her:" "If she improves more quickly
than I, that makes me look worse:" "If I mess up or make a mistake, is a reflection
of my worth as a human being." The Refinery wants to create a space where
dancers feel safe to be themselves and show up as they are, where they are
encouraged to make mistakes in pursuit of improvement and growth, and where
they are able to learn to value their differences and the differences of others. 

The Refinery's number one goal is to teach their dancers kindness towards
themselves and others, teach them that their individuality (both as a dancer and as
a person) is not only beautiful, but needed in the world, and to teach them the
value of hard work, both as an individual and as a team. Dance has to be about
more than movement. It is about emotion based storytelling, creativity, and
learning to work intentionally towards a difficult and rewarding goal. 

The Refinery offers classes in jazz, tap, ballet, hip hop and even offers adult
classes in varying styles.  This year they our putting on their first ever production
of "The Nutcracker". It is December 15th and 16th in the Wasatch High School
auditorium.
