He saved Beth’s voice and made it
possible for her to have success as a Singer/Composer while maintaining
a healthy voice. Beth gets so much fulfillment in helping others develop
their voices, rehabilitate a damaged voice, or just gain a happy confidence
in their singing and performing, because singing is an expression of the
Soul. Just as she was helped so many years ago, Beth loves assisting
others in finding their joy in singing.
Beth’s vocal method is holistic in nature. She works on the physical, mental
and emotional levels...all of which play a part in beautiful singing and
authentically engaged performing. “Technique is important,” Beth says,
“but it's also necessary to connect emotionally with the story you're telling
through song; to be aware of faulty belief systems that hold you back; and
to integrate the whole person into a healthy and happy singing experience.
It's truly transformative when these elements combine, both for the singer,
and the listener.”
Beth is currently involved in the Creative Aging movement which
encourages people 55+ to keep active, get involved in an Arts program,
and enjoy the benefits of creativity. Her Joyful Singing program stars this
month here in Heber City. It's an 8 week enrichment program funded by
the State and in cooperation with the Wasatch County Library. Lots of fun,
learning, and social engagement! The program finishes with a performance
on April 23, 2024.
